Among those herbs is insam (ginseng) which is famous as a cure-all. Originally, it was called sansam (wild
ginseng) as it grows naturally in mountains, and insam since it was cultivated by humans. Insam that had been
cultivated in Korea from ancient times became widely known throughout the world over 1 000 years previously in
the days of Koryo, the first unified state in Korea. Hence its name Koryo insam.
