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Mt Kumgang is famous for its beautiful scenery in Korea.

As it is a compound of all descriptions of beauties—diverse, grandiose, graceful and mysterious
spectacles, it has been known as one of six celebrated mountains and been counted among the
eight scenic spots of Korea.

Mt Kumgang is divided broadly into three sections—Quter Kumgang, Inner Kumgang and Sea
Kumgang, and then subdivided into scores of districts and dongs (ravines and peaks).

It is divided
according to regional features and tourist courses into Onjong, Manmulsang, Kuryongyon, Sujongbong,
Chonbuldong, Sonchang, Paekjongbong, Sonha, Palyonso, Songnim and Unsondae sections.
